We have audited the Ind AS financial statements of ECL FINANCE LIMITED (the "Company"), which 
comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2024, the Statement of Profit and Loss (including Other 
Comprehensive Income), the Statement of Changes in Equity and the Statement of Cash Flows for the year then 
ended, and notes to the Ind AS financial statements, including summary of material accounting policies and other 
explanatory information (hereinafter referred to as the "Ind AS financial statements"). 

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the aforesaid Ind 
AS financial statements give the information required by the Companies Act, 2013 (the "Act") in the manner so 
required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the Indian Accounting Standards prescribed under section 
133 of the Act read with the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015, as amended, ("Ind AS") and 
other accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Company as at March 31, 2024 
and its profit, total comprehensive income, changes in equity and its cash flows for the year ended on that date. 

Basis for Opinion 

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing ("SA"s) specified under section 143(10) of 
the Act. Our responsibilities under those Standards are further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the 
Audit of the Ind AS Financial Statements section ofour report. We are independent of the Company in accordance 
with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India together with the ethical 
requirements that are relevant to our audit of the Ind AS Financial Statements under the provisions of the Act and 
the Rules made thereunder, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these 
requirements and the Code ofEthics. We believe that the audit evidence obtained by us is sufficient and appropriate 
to provide a basis for our audit opinion. 

Key Audit Matters 

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit of 
the Ind AS Financial Statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the context of our audit of 
the Ind AS Financial Statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not provide a separate 
opinion on these matters. We have determined the matters described below to be the key audit matters to be 
communicated in our report and describe the process how our audit addressed the matter.

Under Ind AS 109, Financial Instruments, 
allowance for loan losses are determined 
using expected credit loss (ECL) model. The 
estimation of impairment loss allowance on 
financial instnnnents involves significant 
judgement and estimates. The key areas 
where we identified greater levels of 
management judgement and therefore 
increased levels of audit focus in the 
Company's estimation ofECLs are: 

Data inputs - The application of ECL model 
requires several data inputs. This increases 
the risk of completeness and accuracy of the 
data that has been used to create 
assumptions in the model. 

Model esti1nations - Inherently judgmental 
models are used to estimate ECL which 
involves determining Exposures at Default 
("EAD"), Probabilities of Default ("PD") 
and Loss Given Default ("LGD"). The PD 
and the LGD are the key drivers of 
estimation complexity in the ECL and as a 
result are considered one of the most 
significant judgmental aspects of the 
Company's modelling approach. 

Economic scenarios - Ind AS I 09 requires 
the Company to measure ECLs on an 
unbiased forward-looking basis reflecting a 
range of future economic conditions. 
Significant management judgement is 
applied in determining the economic 
scenarios used and the probability weights 
applied to them. 

Qualitative adjustments - Adjustments to 
the model-driven ECL results as overlays 
are recorded by management to address 
known impairment model limitations or 
emerging trends as well as risks not captured 
by models. These adjustments are inherently 
uncertain and significant management 
judgement is involved in estimating these 
amounts. 

The underlying forecasts and assumptions 
used in the estimates of impairment loss 
allowance are subject to uncertainties which 
are often outside the control of the 
Company. Given the size of loan portfolio 
relative to the balance sheet and the impact 
of impairment allowance on the financial 
statements, we have considered this as a key 
audit matter.

1. Corporate information: 

ECL Finance Limited ('the Company') a public limited company domiciled and incorporated under the provisions 
of the Companies Act applicable in India is subsidiary of Edel Finance Company Limited ("Holding Company") 
and ultimate subsidiary of Edelweiss Financial services Limited ("Ultimate Holding Company"). The Company 
was incorporated on July 18, 2005 and is registered with the Reserve Bank of India ('RBI') as a Systemically 
hnportant Non-Deposit taking Non-Banking Financial Company (NBFC-ND-SI).The company is in the middle 
layer under scale based regulation (SBR) for NBFC. 

As an NBFC-NDSI, the Company is primarily in business of lending and carries out only such activities as are 
permitted under the guidelines issued by RBI for NBFC-ND-SI 

2. Basis of preparation: 

The fmancial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Sta"'dards (Ind 
AS) notified under the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 (as amended from time to time). 

These financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for certain financial instruments 
such as, fmancial asset measured at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI) instruments, 
derivative fmancial instruments, fair value through Profit or Loss and other fmancial assets held for trading, certain 
property plant and equipment which have been measured at fair value The fmancial statements are presented in 
Indian Rupees (INR) and all values are rounded to the nearest million, except when otherwise indicated. 

3. Presentation of financial statements: 

The Company presents its balance sheet in order of liquidity in compliance with the Division III of the Schedule III 
to the Companies Act, 2013. An analysis regarding recovery or settlement within 12 months after the reporting date 
( current) and more than 12 months after the reporting date (non-curre,1t) is presented in "Note 48-Maturity Analysis 
of assets and liabilities". 

Financial assets and fmancial liabilities are generally reported gross in the balance sheet. They are only offset and 
reported net when, in addition to having an unconditional legally enforceable right to offset the recognise,: amounts 
without being contingent on a future event, the parties also intend to settle on a net basis in all of the following 
circumstances: 

• The normal course of business 
• The event of default 
• The event of insolvency or bankruptcy of the Company and or its counterparties 

Derivative assets and liabilities with master netting arrangements (e.g. ISDAs) are only presented net when they 
satisfy the eligibility of netting for all of the above criteria and not just in the event of default. 

4. Material accounting policies information 

4.1 Recognition of revenue: 

4.1.1 Effective interest rate (EIR): 

Under Ind AS 109 interest income is recorded using the effective interest rate (EIR) method for 
all financial instruments measured at amortised cost and debt instrument measured at FVTOCI 
The EIR is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash flows through the expected life 
of the fmancial instrument or, when appropriate a shorter period to the gross carrying amount of 
financial instrument. 

The EIR is calculated by considering any discount or-premium on acquisition, fees and costs that 
are an integral part of the EIR. The Company recognises interest inco 
that represents the best estimate of a constant rate of return over the ex

asset. Hence, it recognises the effect of potentially different interest rates charged at various 
stages, and other characteristics of the product life cycle including prepayments penalty interest 
and charges. 

If expectations regarding the cash flows on the fmancial asset are revised for reasons other than 
credit risk, the adjustment is booked as a positive or negative adjustment to the carrying amount 
of the asset in the balance sheet with an increase or reduction in interest income. 

4.1.2 Interest income: 

The Company calculates interest income by applying the EIR to the gross carrying amount of 
financial assets other than credit-impaired assets. 

When a financial asset becomes credit-impaired and is, therefore, regarded as 'Stage 3', the 
Company calculates interest income by applying the EIR to the amortised cost (net of expected 
credit loss) of the financial asset. If the fmancial assets cures and is no longer credit-impaired, the 
Company reverts to calculating interest income on a gross basis. 

4.1.3 Dividend income: 

The Company recognised Dividend income when the Company's right to receive the payment 
has been established, it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the dividend will 
flow to the Company and the amount of the dividend can be measured reliably. 

4.1.4 Revenue from contracts with customers: 

Revenue is measured at transaction price i.e. the amount of consideration to which the Company 
expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring promised goods or services to the customer, 
excluding amounts collected on behalf of third parties. The Company consider the terms of the 
contracts and its customary business practices to determine the transaction price. Where the 
consideration promised is variable, the Company excludes the estimates of variable consideration 
that are constrained. 

The Company recognises fee income including advisory and syndication fees at a point in time 
in accordance with the terms and contracts entered between the Company and the counterparty. 

4.2 Financial instruments: 

4.2.1 Date of recognition: 

Financial Assets and liabilities with exception of debt securities and borrowings are initially 
recognised on the trade date, i.e. the date the Company becomes a party to the contractual 
provisions of the instrument. This includes regular way trades: purchases or sales of fmancial assets 
that require delivery of assets within the time frame generally established by regulation or 
convention in the marketplace. Loans are recognised when funds are transferred to the customers' 
account. The Company recognises borrowings when funds are available for utilisation to the 
Company. 

4.2,2 Initial measurement of financial instruments: 

Fin.ancial assets and fmancial liabilities are initially measured at fair value. Trade receivables are 
measured at transaction price.Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or 
issue of financial assets and fmancial liabilities ( other than financial assets and fmancial liabilities 
at fair value through profit or loss) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the fmancial 
assets or financial liabilities, as appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly 
attributable to the acquisition of fmancial assets or financial liabilities at fair value through profit 
or loss are recognised immediately in profit or loss. 
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4.2.3 Day 1 profit and loss: 

When the transaction price of the financial instrument differs from the fair value at origination and 
the fair value is based on a valuation technique using only inputs observable in market transactions, 
the Company recognises the difference between the transaction price and fair value in net gain on 
fair value changes. In those cases where fair value is based on models for which some of the inputs 
are not observable, the difference between the transaction price and the fair value is deferred and 
is only recognised in profit or loss when the inputs become observable, or when the instrument is 
derecognised. 

4.2.4 Classification & measurement categories of financial assets and liabilities: 

The Company classifies all of its financial assets based on the business model for managing the 
assets and the asset's contractual terms, measured at either: 

Financial assets carried at amortised cost (AC) 

A financial asset is measured at amortised cost if it is held within a business model whose objective 
is to hold the asset in order to collect contractual cash flows and the contractual terms of the 
financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and 
interest on the principal amount outstanding. The changes in carrying value of financial assets is 
recognised in profit and loss account. 

Financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI) 

A financial asset is measured at FVTOCI if it is held within a business model whose objective is 
achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial assets and the contractual 
terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of 
principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. The changes in fair value of financial 
assets is recognised in Other Comprehensive Income. 

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL) 

A fmancial asset which is not classified in any of the above categories are measured at FVTPL. 
The Company measures all financial assets classified as FVTPL at fair value at each reporting ate. 
The changes in fair value of fmancial assets is recognised in Profit and loss account. 

4.3 Financial assets and liabilities: 

4.3.1 Amortized cost and effective interest method 

The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of a debt instrument 
and of allocating interest income over the relevant period. 

For financial instruments other than purchased or origioated credit-impaired financial assets, the 
effective ioterest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash receipts (iocludiog all 
fees and poiots paid or received that form an iotegral part of the effective interest rate, transaction 
costs and other premiums or discounts) excludiog expected credit losses, through the expected life 
of the debt instrument, or, where appropriate, a shorter period, to the gross canying amount of the 
debt instrument on initial recognition. 

The amortised cost of a financial asset is the amount at which the financial asset is measured at 
initial recognition minus the principal repayments, plus the cumulative amortisation using the 
effective ioterest method of any difference between that ioitial amount and the maturity amount, 
adjusted for any loss allowance. On the other hand, the gross ·carryiog amount of a financial asset 
is the amortised cost of a financial asset before adjustiog for any loss allowance. 
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4.3.2 Financial assets held for trading: 

The Company classifies financial assets as held for trading when they have been purchased 
primarily for short-term profit making through trading activities or form part of a portfolio of 
financial instruments that are managed together, for which there is evidence of a recent pattern of 
short-term profit taking. Held-for-trading assets are recorded and measured in the balance sheet at 
fair value. Changes in fair value are recognised in net gain on fair value changes. 

Financial asset measured at FVOCI-Loans 

Unrealised gains or losses on debt instruments measured at FVOCI are recognised in other 
comprehensive income,and on derecognition of such instrument accumulated gains or losses are 
recycled to profit and loss statement. Interest income on such instrument is recognised in profit and 
loss statements using EIR method. 

4.3.3 Investment in eqnity instruments: 

The Company subsequently measures all equity investments at fair value through profit or loss, 
unless the management has elected to classify irrevocably some of its strategic equity investments 
to be measured at FVOCI, when such instruments meet the defmition of Equity under Ind AS 32 
Financial Instruments: Presentation and are not held for trading. Such classification is determined 
on an instrument-by-instrument basis. 

4.3.4 Financial liabilities: 

All financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost except loan commitments, financial 
guarantees, and derivative financial liabilities. 

4.3.5 Derivative financial instruments: 

The Company enters into a variety of derivative financial instru:nents to manage its exposure to 
interest rate, market risk and foreign exchange rate risks. 

Derivatives are initially recognised at fair value at the date the derivative contracts are entered into 
and are subsequently re-measured to their fair value at the end of each reporting period. The 
resulting gain or loss is recognised in profit or loss. 

4.3.6 Debt securities and other borrowed funds: 

The Company measures debt issued and other borrowed funds at Amortised cost at each reporting 
date. Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on issue funds, 
and costs that are an integral part of the EIR. 

The Company issues certain non-convertible debentures, the return of which is linked to 
performance of specified indices over the period of the debenture. Such debentures have a 
component of an embedded derivative which is fair valued at a reporting date. The resultant 'net 
unrealised loss or gain' on the fair valuation of these embedded derivatives is recognised in the 
statement of profit and loss. The debt component of such debentures is measured at amortised cost 
using yield to maturity basis. 

4.3.7 Financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss: 

Financial assets and financial liabilities in this category are those that are held for trading and have 
been either designated by management upon initial recognition or are mandatorily required to be 
measured at fair value under Ind AS 109. Management only designates an instrument at FVTPL 
upon initial recognition when one of the following criteria are met. Such designation is determined 
on an instrument-by-instrument basis.

• The designation eliminates, or significantly reduces, the inconsistent treatment that would 
otherwise arise from measuring the assets or liabilities or recognising gains or losses on them 
on a different basis; Or 

• The liabilities are part of a group of financial liabilities, which are managed, and their 
performance evaluated on a fair value basis, in accordance with a documented risk 
management or investment strategy; Or 

• The liabilities containing one or more embedded derivatives, unless they do not significantly 
modify the cash flows that would otherwise be required by the contract, or it is clear with 
little or no analysis when a similar instrument is first considered that separation of the 
embedded derivative(s) is prohibited. 

Financial assets and financial liabilities at FVTPL are recorded in the balance sheet at fair value. 
Changes in fair value are recorded in profit and loss with the exception of movements in fair value 
ofliabilities designated at FVTPL due to changes in the Company's own credit risk. Such changes 
in fair value are recorded in the Own credit reserve through OCI and do not get recycled to the 
profit or loss. Interest earned or incurred on instruments designated at FVTPL is accrued in interest 
income or finance cost, respectively, using the EIR, taldng into accot111t any discount/ premium and 
qualifying transaction costs being an integral part of instruraer..t. Interest earned on assets 
mandatorily required to be measured at FVTPL is recorded using contractual interest rate. 

4.3.8 Financial guarantee: 

Financial guarantees are contract that requires the Company to make specified payments to 
reimburse to holder for loss that it incurs because a specified debtor fails to make payment when it 
is due in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. 

Financial guarantee issued or commitments to provide a loan at below market interest rate are 
initially measured at fair value and the initial fair value is amortised over the life of the guarantee 
or the commitment. Subsequently they are measured at higher of this amortised amount and the 
amount of loss allowance. 

4.3.9 Loan commitments: 

Undrawn loan commitments are commitments under which, the Company is required to provide a 
loan with pre-specified terms to the customer over the duration of the commitment. Un drawn loan 
commitments are in the scope of the ECL requirements. 

4.3.10 Financial liabilities and equity instruments 

Financial instruments issued by the Company are classified as either financial liabilities or as equity 
in accordance with the substance of the contractual arrangements and the definitions of a financial 
liability and an equity instrument. 

An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of an entity after 
deducting all of its liabilities. Equity instruments issued by the Company are recognised at the 
proceeds received, net of direct issue costs. 

4.4 Reclassification of financial assets and liabilities 

The Company does not reclassify its financial assets subsequent to their initial recognition, apart from the 
exceptional circumstances in which the Company acquires, disposes of, or terminates a business line. 
Financial liabilities are never reclassified. If the Company reclassifies financial assets. it applies the 
reclassilication prospectively from the reclassification date which is the first day of the immediately next 
reporting period following the· change in business model. The Company does not restate any previously 
recognized gains. losses (including impairment gains or losses) or interest. 
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4.5 Derecognition of financial Instruments: 

4.5.1 Derecognition of financial asset 

A financial asset ( or, where applicable a part of a financial asset or a part of a group of similar 
financial assets) is derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the financial asset have 
expired. The Company also derecognises the financial asset if it has both transferred the financial 
asset and the transfer qualifies for derecognition. 

The Company has transferred the financial asset if, and only if, either 

• The Company has transferred foe rights to receive cash flows from the financial asset or 
• It retains the contractual rights to receive the cash flows of the financial asset but assumed a 

contractual obligation to pay the cash flows in full without material delay to third party under 
pass through arrangement. 

Pass-through arrangements are transactions whereby the Company retains the contractual rights to 
receive the cash flows ofa financial asset (the 'original asset'), but assumes a contractual obligation 
to pay those cash flows to one ormure entities (the 'eventual recipients'), when a.II of the following 
conditions are met: 

• The Company has no obligation to pay amounts to the eventual recipients unless it has 
collected equivalent amounts from the original asset, excluding short-term advances with the 
right to full recovery of the amount lent plus accrued interest at market rates. 

• The Company cannot sell or pledge the original asset other than as security to the eventual 
recipients. 

The Company has to remit any cash flows it collects on behalf of the eventual recipients without 
material delay. In addition, the Company is not entitled to reinvest such cash flows, except for 
investments in cash or cash equivalents including interest earned, during the period between the 
collection date and the date of required remittance~') the eventual recipients. 

A transfer only qualifies for de,ecognition if either: 

• The Company has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asse.t; or 

• The Company has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of 
the asset but has transferred ccntrol of the asset. 

The Company considers control to be transferred if and only if, the transferee has the practical 
ability to sell the asset in its enlirety to an unrelated third party and is able to exercise that ability 
unilaterally and without imposing additional restrictions on the transfer. 

The Company also derecognises a financial asset, when the terms and conditions have been 
renegotiated to the extent that, st1.bs·zantially, it becomes a new financial asset, with the difference 
recognised as a derecognition gain or loss, to the extent that an impairment loss has not already 
been recorded. The newly recognised financial assets are classified as Stage I for ECL 
measurement purposes, unless the new financial asset is deemed to be POCI. 

If the modification does not result in cash flows that are substantially different, the modification 
does not result in derecognition. Based on the change in cash flows discounted at the original EIR, 
the Company records a modification gain or loss, to the extent that an impairment loss has not 
already been recorded. 

4.5.2 Derecognition of financial liabilities

4.6 Impairment of financial assets: 

The Company records provisions based on expected credit loss model ("ECL") on all loans, other debt 
fmancial assets measured at amortised cost together with undrawn loan commitment, in this section all 
referred to as "Financial instrument". Equity instruments are not subject to impairment. 

ECL is a probability-weighted estimate of credit losses. A credit loss is the difference between the cash flows 
that are due to an entity in accordance with the contract and the cash flows that the entity expects to receive 
discounted at the original effective interest rate. Because ECL consider the amount and timing of payments, 
a credit loss arises even if the entity expects to be paid in full but later than when contractually due. 

Simplified approach 

The Company follows 'simplified approach' for recogmllon of impairment loss allowance on trade 
receivables. The application of simplified approach does not require the Company to track changes in credit 
risk. Rather, it recognises impairment loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each reporting date, right 
from its initial recognition. The Company uses a provision matrix to determine impairment loss allowance on 
portfolio of its receivables. The provision matrix is based on its historically observed default rates over the 
expected life of the receivables. However, if receivables contain a significant financing component, the 
Company chooses as its accounting policy to measure the loss allowance by applying general approach to 
measure ECL. 

General approach 

For all other fmancial instruments, the Company recognises lifetime ECL when there has been a significant 
increase in credit risk (SICR) since initial recognition. If, on the other hand, the credit risk on the fmancial 
instrument has not increased significantly since initial recognition, the Company measures the loss allowance 
for that financial instrument at an amount equal to 12-month expected credit losses (12m ECL). The 
assessment of whether lifetime ECL should be recognised is based on significant increases in the likelihood 
or risk of a default occurring since initial recognition instead of an evidence of a financial asset being credit­
impaired at the reporting date or an actual default occurring. 

Lifetime ECL represents the expected credit losses that will result from all possible default events over the 
expected life of a financial instrument. In contrast, 12m ECL represents the portion of lifetime ECL that is 
expected to result from default events on a fmancial instrument that are possible within 12 months after the 
reporting date. 

The measurement of expected credit losses is a function of the probability of default (PD), loss given default 
(LGD) (i.e. the magnitude of the loss if there is a default) and the exposure at default. The assessment of the 
probability of default and loss given default is based on historical data adjusted by forward-looking 
information. As for the exposure at default (EAD), for financial assets, this is represented by the assets' gross 
canying amount at the reporting date; for loan commitments and financial guarantee contracts, the exposure 
includes the amount drawn down as at the reporting date, together with any additional amounts expected to 
be drawn down in the future by default date determined based on historical trend, the Company's 
understanding of the specific future financing needs of the debtors, and other relevant forward-looking 
information. 

Company categories its financial assets as follows: 

Stage 1 assets: 
Stage 1 assets includes financial instruments that have not had a significant increase in credit risk since initial 
recognition or that have low credit risk at the reporting date. For these assets, 12-month ECL resulting from 
default events possible within 12 months from reporting date) are recognised. 
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Stage 2 assets: 
Stage 2 Assets includes financial instruments that have had a significant increase in credit risk since initial 
recognition for these assets lifetime ECL (resulting from default events possible within 12 months from 
reporting date) are recognised. 

Stage 3 assets: 
Stage 3 for Assets considered credit-impaired the Company recognises the lifetime ECL for these loans. The 
method is similar to that for Stage 2 assets, with the PD set at I 00%. 

The ongoing assessment of whether a significant increase in credit risk has occurred for working capital 
facilities is similar to other lending products. The interest rate used to discount the ECLs for working capital 
facilities is based on the average effective interest rate that is expected to be charged over the expected period 
of exposure to the facilities. 

Company recognises an impairment gain or loss in profit or loss for all financial instruments with a 
corresponding adjustment to their carrying amount through a loss allowance account. 

The expected credit losses on the loan commitment have been recognised together with the loss allowance 
for the financial asset. 

The Company's product offering includes a working capital facility with a right to company to cancel and/or 
reduce the facilities with one day's notice. The Company does not limit its exposure to credit losses to the 
contractual notice period, but, instead calculates ECL over a period that reflects the Company's expectations 
of the customer behaviour, its likelihood of default and the Company's future risk mitigation procedures, 
which could include reducing or cancelling the facilities. 

4. 7 Collateral valuation: 

To mitigate its credit risks on financial assets, the Company seeks to use collateral, where possible. The 
collateral comes in various forms, such as cash, securities, letters of credit /guarantees, real estate, receivables, 
inventories, other non-financial assets and credit enhancements such as netting agreements. Collateral, unless 
repossessed, is not recorded on the Company's balance sheet. However, the fair value of collateral affects the 
calculation ofECLs. It is generally assessed, at a minimum, at inception and re-assessed on a quarterly basis. 
However, some collateral, for example, securities relating to margin requirements, is valued daily. 

To the extent possible, the Company uses active market data for valuing financial assets held as collateral. 
Other financial assets which do not have readily determinable market value are valued using models. Non­
financial collateral, such as real estate, is valued based on data provided by third parties such as mortgage 
brokers or based on housing price indices. 

4.8 Collateral repossessed: 

The Company's policy is to determine whether a repossessed asset can be best used for its internal operations 
or should be sold. Assets determined to be useful for the internal operations are transferred to their relevant 
asset category at the lower of their repossessed value or the carrying value of the original secured asset. Assets 
for which selling is determined to be a better option are transferred to assets held for sale at their fair value 
(if financial assets) and fair value less cost to sell for non-financial assets at the repossession date in, line with 
the Company's policy. 

In its normal course of business, the Company does not physically repossess properties or other assets in its 
retail portfolio, but engages external agents to recover funds, generally at auction, to settle outstanding debt. 
Any surplus funds are returned to the customers/obligors. As a result of this practice, the residential properties 
under legal repossession processes are not recorded on the balance sheet. 

4.9 Write-offs: 

Financial assets are written off either partially or in their entirety only when the C sonable 

expectation of recovery beside S.~::::::~ · write off as per relevant policy. 
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4.10 Forborne and modified loan: 

The Company sometimes makes concessions or modifications to the original terms of loans as a response to 
the borrower's financial difficulties, rather than taking possession or to otherwise enforce collection of 
collateral. The Company considers a loan forborne when such concessions or modifications are provided as 
a result of the borrower's present or expected financial difficulties and the Company would not have agreed 
to them if the borrower had been financially healthy. Indicators of financial difficulties include defaults on 
covenants, or significant concerns raised by the Credit Risk Department. Forbearance may involve extending 
the payment arrangements and the agreement of new loan conditions. Once the terms have been renegotiated, 
any impairment is measured using the original FIR as calculated before the modification of terms. It is the 
Company's policy to monitor forborne loans to help ensure that future payments continue to be likely to 
occur. If these procedures identify a loss in relation to a loan, it is disclosed and managed as an impaired 
Stage 3 forborne asset and Company continues to monitor until it is collected or written off. 

4.11 Determination of fair value: 

The Company measures financial instmments, such as, derivatives at fair value at each reporting date. •Fair 
value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in ai1 orderly transaction 
between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value measurement is based on the presumption 
that the transaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place either; 

• In the principal market for the asset or liability, or 
• In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability. 

The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible by the Company. 

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market participants would use 
when pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market participants act in their economic best interest. A fair 
value measurement of a non-financial asset takes into account a market participant's ability to generate 
economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and best use or by selling it to another market participant 
that would use the asset in its highest and best use. The Company uses valuation techniques that are 
appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are available to measure fair value, maximising 
the use of relevant observable inputs and minimising the use of unobservable inputs. In order to show how 
fair values have been derived, financial instruments are classified based on a hierarchy of valuation 
techniques, as summarised below: 

Level 1 financial instruments: 
Those where the inputs used in the valuation are unadjusted quoted prices from active markets for identical 
assets or liabilities that the Company has access to at the measurement date. The Company considers markets 
as active only if there are sufficient trading activities with regards to the volume and liquidity of the identical 
assets or liabilities and when there are binding and exercisable price quotes available on the balance sheet 
date. 

Level 2 financial instruments: 
Those where the inputs that are used for valuation and are significant, are derived from directly or indirectly 
observable market data available over the entire period of the instrument's life. 

Level 3 financial instruments: 
Those that include one or more unobservable input that is significant to the measurement as whole. 

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recuning basis, the Company 
determines whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorization 
(based on the lowest level input that is significa11t to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each 
reporting period. The Company periodically reviews its valuation techniques including the adopted 
methodologies and model calibrations.

The Company evaluates the levelling at each reporting period on an instrument-by-instrmnent basis and 
reclassifies instruments when necessary based on the facts at the end of the reporting period. 

4.12 Leases: 

Company as a lessee: 

The Company has applied Ind AS 116 using the partial retrospective approach. 

The Company assesses at contract inception whether a contract is, or contains, a lease. That is, if the contract 
conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration. 
The Company applies a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for short-term 
leases and leases of low-value assets. The Company recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments and 
right-of-use assets representing the right to use the underlying assets. 

Right of use assets: 

The Company recognises right-of-use assets at the commencement date of the lease (i.e., the date the 
underlying asset is available for use). Right-of-use assets are measured at cost, less any accumulated 
depreciation and impairment losses, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost of 
right-of-use assets includes the amount of lease liabilities recognised, initial direct costs incurred, and lease 
payments made at or before the commencement date less any lease incentives received. Right-of-use assets 
are depreciated on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term and the estimated useful lives of 
the assets. 

Lease liabilities 

At the commencement date of the lease, the Company recognises lease liabilities measured at the present 
value oflease payments to be made over the lease term. The lease payments include fixed payme!lts (including 
in substance fixed payments) less any lease incentives receivable, variable lease payments that depend on an 
index or a rate, and amounts expected to be paid under residual value guarantees. In calculating the present 
value of lease payments, the Company uses its incremental borrowing rate at the lease commencement date 
because the interest rate implicit in the lease is not readily determinable. After the commencement date, the 
amount of lease liabilities is increased to reflect the accretion of interest and reduced for the lease payments 
made. In addition, the carrying amount of lease liabilities is remeasured if there is a modification, a change 
in the lease term, a change in the lease payments (e.g., changes to future payments resulting from a change in 
an index or rate used to determine such lease payments) or a change in the assessment of an option to purchase 
the underlying asset. 

Short term lease 

The Company has elected not to recognise right of use asset and lease liabilities for short term leases of 
property that has lease term of 12 months or less. The Company recognises lease payment associated with 
these leases as an expense on a straight-line basis over lease term. 

Company as lessor: 

The Company's accounting policy under Ind AS 116 has not changed from the comparative period. As a 
lessor the Company classifies its leases as either operating or finance leases. A lease is classified as a finance 
lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership of the underlying asset, and 
classified as an operating lease if it does not. Ir 
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4.13 Earnings per share: 

Basic earnings per share is computed by dividing the net profit after tax attributable to the equity shareholders 
for the year by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding for the year. 

Diluted earnings per share reflect the potential dilution that could occur if securities or other contracts to issue 
equity shares were exercised or converted during the year. Diluted earnings per share is computed by dividing 
the net profit after tax attributable to the equity shareholders for the year by weighted average number of 
equity shares considered for deriving basic earnings per share and weighted average number of equity shares 
that could have been issued upon conversion of all potential equity shares. 

4.14 Foreign currency transaction: 

The Standalone Financial Statements are presented in Indian Rupees which is also functional currency of the 
Company .. Transactions in currencies other than Indian Rupees (i.e. foreign currencies) are recognised at the 
rates of exchange prevailing at the dates of the transactions. At the end of each reporting period, monetary 
items denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated at the rates prevailing at that date. Hon-monetary 
items carried at fair value that are denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated at the rates prnvailing at 
the date when the fair value was determined. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical 
cost in a foreign currency are not retranslated. 

Exchange differences on monetary items are recognised in profit or loss in the period in which t1iey arise. 

4.15 Retirement and other employee benefit: 

4.15.1 Provident fund and national pension scheme: 

The Company contributes to a recognised provident fund and national pension scheme which is a 
defined contribution scheme. The cvttrib-L tions are accounted for on an accrual basis an~ 
recognised in the statement of profit and loss. 

4.15.2 Gratuity: 

The Company's gratuity scheme is a defined benefit plan. The Company's net obligation in respect 
of the gratuity benefit scheme is calcuiated by estimating the amount of future benefit that the 
employees have earned in return for their service in the current and prior periods~ fo~t benefit is 
discounted to determine its prese11i: valu~, and the fair value of any plan assets, if any, is ded11cted. 
The present value of the obligation undec such benefit plan is determined based on indeper,dent 
actuarial valuation using the Projected Unit Credit Method.

4.15.3 Compensated absences: 

The eligible employees of the Company are permitted to carry forward certain number of their 
annual leave entitlement to subsequent years, subject to a ceiling. The Company recognisss the 
charge in the statement of profit and loss and corresponding liability on such non-vesting 
accumulated leave entitlement based on a valuation by an independent actuary. The cost of 
providing annual leave benefits is determined using the projected unit credit method. 
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4.15.4 Deferred bonus: 

The Company has adopted a Deferred Bonus Plan under its Deferred Variable Compensation Plan. 
A pool of identified senior employees of the Company is eniitled for benefits under this plan. Such 
deferred compensation will be paid in a phased marmer over a future period of time The 
measurement for the same has been based on actuarial assumptions and principles. 

4.15.5 Share-based payment arrangements: 

Equity-settled share-based payments to employees are granted by the ultimate parent Company. 
These are measured by reference to the fair value of ilie equity instruments at the grant date. These 
includes Stock Appreciation Rights (SARs) where the right to receive the difference between the 
SAR price and the market price of equity shares of the ultimate parent Company on the date of 
exercise, either by way of cash or issuance of equity shares of the ultimate parent Company, is at 
the discretion of the ultimate parent Company. These are classified as equity settled share-based 
transaction. 

The fair value determined at the grant date of the equity-settled share-based payments is expensed 
over the vesting period, based on the Group's estimate of equity instruments that will eventually 
vest, with a corresponding increase in equity. At the end of each reporting period, the Group revises 
its estimate of the number of equity instrmnents expected to vest. The impact of the revision of the 
original estimates, if any, is recognised in profit or loss such that the cumulative expense reflects 
the revised estimate, with a corresponding adjustment to the 'ESOP reserve'. In cases where the 
share options granted vest in instahnents over the vesting period, the Group treats each instahnent 
as a separate grant, because each instalment has a different vesting period, and hence the fair value 
of each instahnent differs. 

4.16 Property, plant and equipment: 

Property plant and equipment is stated at cost excluding the costs of day-to-day servicing, less accumulated 
depreciation and accumulated impairment in value. Changes in the expected useful life are accounted for by 
changing the amortisation period or methodology, as appropriate, and treated as changes in accounting 
estimates. 

Subsequent costs are included in the asset's carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as appropriate, 
only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the Company and 
the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying an10unt of any component accounted for as a 
separate asset is derecognized when replaced. All other repairs and maintenance are recognized in profit or 
loss during the reporting period, in which they are incurred. 

Depreciation is recognised so as to write off-the cost of assets ( other than freehold land and properties under 
construction) less their residual values over their useful lives. Depreciation is provided on a written down 
value basis from the date the asset is ready for its intended use or put to use whichever is earlier. In respect 
of assets sold, depreciation is provided upto the date of disposal. 

As per the requirement of Schednle II of the Companies Act, 2013, the Company has evaluated the useful 
lives of the respective fixed assets which are as per the provisions of Part C of the Schedule II for calculating 
the depreciation. The estimated useful lives of the fixed assets are as follows:

4.17 Intangible assets: 

Intangible assets are recognised when it is probable that the future economic benefits that are attributable to 
the asset will flow to the enterprise and the cost of the asset can be measured reliably. 

Intangibles such as software are amortised over a period of3 - 5 years based on it's estimated useful life. 

An intangible asset is derecognised on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected from use 
or disposal. Gains or losses arising from derecognition of an intangible asset are recognised in profit or loss 
when the asset is derecognised. 

4.18 Impairment of non-financial assets: 

The Company assesses at each balance sheet date whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired 
based on internal/external factors. If any such indication exists, the Company estimates the recoverable 
amount of the asset. If such recoverable amonnt of the asset or the recoverable amount of cash generating.unit 
which the asset belongs to is less than its carrying amonnt, the carrying amount is reduced to its recoverable 
amount. The reduction is treated as an impairment loss and is recognized in the statement of profit and loss. 
If at the balance sheet date there is an indication that a previously assessed impainnent loss no longer exists, 
the recoverable amount is reassessed, and the impairment is reversed subject to a maximum carrying value of 
the asset before impairment. 

4.19 Provisions and other contingent liabilities: 

Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a 
past event, it is probable that the Company will be required to settle the obligation, and a reliable estimate can 
be made of the amonnt of the obligation. If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are 
determined by disconnting the expected future cash flows to net present value using an appropriate pre-tax 
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and, where appropriate, the 
risks specific to the liability. 

A present obligation that arises from past events, where it is either not probable that an outflow of resources 
will be required to settle or a reliable estimate of the amonnt carmot be made, is disclosed as a contingent 
liability. Contingent liabilities are also disclosed when there is a possible obligation arising from past events, 
the existence of which will be confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain 
future events not wholly within the control of the Company. Claims against the Company, where the 
possibility of any outflow of resources in settlement is remote, are not disclosed as contingent liabilities. 

Contingent assets are not recognised in the financial statements since this may result in the recognition of 
income that may never be realised. However, when the realisation of income is virtually certain, then the 
related asset is not a contingent asset and is recognised. 

4.20 Income tax expenses: 

4.20.1 Current tax: 

The tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year. Taxable profit differs from 'profit 
before tax' as reported in the statement of profit and loss because of items of income or expense 
that are taxable or deductible in other years and items that are never taxable or deductible. The 
Company's current tax is calculated using tax rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted 
by the end of the reportin • 
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4.20.2 Deferred tax: 

Deferred tax is recognised on temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and 
liabilities in the financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of 
taxable profit. Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognised for all taxable temporary 
differences. Deferred tax assets are generally recognised for all deductible temporary differences 
to the extent that it is probable that taxable profits will be available against which those deductible 
temporary differences can be utilised. Deferred tax assets relating to unabsorbed 
depreciation/business losses/losses under the head "capital gains" are recognised and carried 
forward to the extent of available taxable temporary differences or where there is convincing other 
evidence that sufficient futnre taxable income will be available against which such deferred tax 
assets can be realised. 

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and 
reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to 
allow all or part of the asset to be recovered. 

Deferred tax liabilities and assets are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the 
period in which the liability is settled or the asset realised, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that 
have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the reporting period. 

The measurement of deferred tax liabilities and assets reflects the tax consequences that would 
follow from the manner in which the Company expects, at the end of the reporting period, to 
recover or settle the carrying amount of its assets and liabilities. 

4.20.3 Current and deferred tax for the year: 

Current and deferred tax are recognised in profit or loss, except when they relate to items that are 
recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, in which case, the current and 
deferred tax are also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity respectively. 

4.21 Cash and cash equivalents: 

Cash and cash equivalent in the balance sheet comprise cash at banks and on hand and short-term deposits 
with an original maturity of three months or less. • 

5. Significant accounting judgements, estimates and assumptions: 

In the application of the Company's accounting policies, which are described in note 4, the management is required 
to make judgements, estimates and assumptions about the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not 
readily apparent from other sources. The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience 
and other factors that are considered to be relevant. Actual results may differ from these estimates. 
The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are 
recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects only that period, or in the period of 
the revision and future periods if the revision affects both current and futnre periods. 

Critical judgements in applying accounting policies: 

The following are the critical judgements, apart from those involving estimations, that the management has made in 
the process of applying the Company's accounting policies and that have the most significant effect on the amounts 
recognised in the financial statements. 

5.1 Business model assessment: 
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assets is evaluated and their performance is measured, the risks that affect the performance of the assets and 
how these are managed and how the managers of the assets are compensated. The Company monitors 
financial assets measured at amortised cost that are derecognised prior to their maturity to understand the 
quantum, the reason for their disposal and whether the reasons are consistent with the objective of the business 
for which the asset was held. Monitoring is part of the Company's continuous assessment of whether the 
business model for which the remaining financial assets are held continues to be appropriate and if it is not 
appropriate whether there has been a change in business model and so a prospective change to the 
classification of those assets. 

5.2 Significant increase in credit risk: 

Key sources of estimation uncertainty: 

The following are the key assumptions concerning the futnre, and other key sources of estimation uncertainty 
at the end of the reporting period that may have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the 
carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, as described below. The Company 
based its assumptions and estimates on parameters available when the financial statements were prepared. 
Existing circumstances and assumptions about future developments, however, may change due to market 
changes or circumstances arising that are beyond the control of the Company. Such changes are reflected in 
the assumptions when they occur. 

5.3 Fair value of financial instruments: 

The fair value of financial instruments is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a 
liability in an orderly transaction in the principal (or most advantageous) market at the measurement date 
under current market conditions (i.e., an exit price) regardless of whether that price is directly observable or 
estimated using another valuation technique. When the fair values of financial assets and financial liabilities 
recorded in the balance sheet carmot be derived from active markets, they are determined using a variety of 
valuation techniques that include the use of valuation models. The inputs to these models are taken from 
observable markets where possible, but where this is not feasible, estimation is required in establishing fair 
values. Judgements and estimates include considerations of liquidity and model inputs related to items such 
as credit risk (both own and counterparty), funding value adjustments, correlation and volatility. 

5.4 Effective Interest Rate (EIR) Method: 

The Company's EIR methodology, as explained in Note 4.1, recognises interest income/ expense using a rate 
of retnm that represents tl1e best estimate of a constant rate of retnm over the expected behavioural life of 
loans given/ taken and recognises the effect of potentially different interest rates at various stages and other 
characteristics of the product life cycle including prepayments and penalty interest and charges. 

This estimation, by natnre requires an element of judgement regarding the expected behaviour and life cycle 
of the instrument, as well expected changes India's base rate and other fee income, expenses that are integral 
part of the instrument 

5.5 Impairment of Financial assets: 

The measurement of impairment losses across all categories of financial assets· requires judgement the 
estimation of the amount and timing of futnre cash flows and collateral values when determining impairment 
losses and the assessment of a significant increase in credit risk. These estimates are driven by a number of 
factors, changes in which can result in different levels of allowances. 
The Company's ECL calculations are outputs of models with a number of underlying assumptions regarding 
the choice of variable inputs and their interdependencies. Elements of the ECL models that are considered 
accounting judgements and estimates include: 
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• Determination of associations between macroeconomic scenarios and, economic inputs, such as 
unemployment levels and collateral values, and the effect on PDs, EAD and LGD 
• Selection of forward-looking macroeconomic scenarios and their probability weightings, to derive the 
economic inputs into the ECL models 

It is Company's policy to regularly review its models in the context of actual loss experience and adjust when 
necessary. 

5.6 Investment Property 
Properties held to earn rentals and/or capital appreciation are classified as investment property and are 
measured and reported at cost, including transaction costs. 

Depreciation is recognised using written down value method so as to write off the cost of the investment 
property less their residual values over their useful lives specified in Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013 
or in the case of assets where the useful life was determined by technical evaluation, over the useful life so 
determined. At the end of each accounting year, the Company reviews the carrying amounts of its investment 
property to determine whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If 
such indication exists investment property are tested for impairment so as to determine the impairment loss, 
if any. 

The estimated useful life and residual values are also reviewed at each fmancial year end and the effect of 
any change in the estimates of useful life/residual value is accounted on prospective basis. 

An investment property is derecognised upon disposal or when the investment property is permanently 
withdrawn from use and no future economic benefits are expected from the disposal. Any gain or loss arising 
on derecognition of property is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss in the same period.

Government debt securities: 

Government debt securities are financial instruments issued by sovereign governments and include both long tcnn bonds and short-tenn Treasury bills 
with fixed or floating rate interest payments.

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51. Risk Management 

51.A Introduction and_ risk profile 

Risk is an inherent part of Company's business activities. When the Company extends a corporate or retail loan, buys or sells securities in market, or 
offers other products or services, the Company takes on some degree of risk. The Company's overall objective is to manage it~ businesses, and the 
associated risks, in a manner that balances serving the interests of its customers and investors and protects the safety and soundness of the Company. 

The Company believes that effective risk management requires: 

1) Acceptance ofresponsibility, including identification and escalation of risk issues, by all individuals within the Company; 

2) Ownership of risk identification, assessment, data and management within each of the lines ofbusiness and Corporate; and 
3) Finnwide structures for risk governance 

The Company strives for continual improvement through efforts to enhance controls, ongoing employee training and development and other 
measures. 

51.B Risk Management Structure 

We have a well-defined risk management policy framework for risk identification, assessment and control to effectively manage risks associated with 
the various business activities. The risk function is monitored primarily by the business risk group. 

Our risk management policy ensures that the margin requirements are conservative to be able to withstand market volatility and scenarios of sharply 
declining prices. As a result, we follow conservative lending no1TI1s. The Group centralises the risk monitoring systems to monitor our client's credit 
exposure which is in addition to the monitoring undertaken by the respective businesses, 

The Company's board of directors has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of the Company's risk management framework. The 
board has established the Risk Management Committee, which is responsible for developing and monitoring the Company's risk management 
policies. The Committee holds regular meetings and report to board on its activities. 

The audit committee oversees how management monitors compliance with the Company's risk management policies and procedures, and reviews the 
adequacy of the risk management framework in relation to the risks faced by the Company. The audit committee is assisted in its oversight role by 
internal audit. Internal audit undertakes both regular and ad hoc reviews of risk management controls and procedures, the results of which are 
reported to the audit committee. 

51.C Risk mitigation and risk culture 

The Company's business processes ensure complete independence of functions and a segregation of responsibilities. Credit appraisal & credit control 
processes, centralised operations unit, independent audit unit for checking compliance with the prescribed policies and approving loans at transaction 
level as well as our risk management processes and policies allow layers of multiple checks and verifications. Our key business processes are 
regularly monitored by the head of our business or operations. Our loan approval and administration procedures, collection and enforcement 
procedures are designed to minimise delinquencies and maximise recoveries. 

At all lcvels of the Company's operations, specifically tailored risk reports are prepared and distributed in order to ensure that all business divisions 
have access to extensive, necessary and up-to-<late info1TI1ation. 

It is the Company's policy that a monthly briefing is given to the Board of Directors and all other relevant members of the Company in the utilisation 
of market limits, proprietary investments and liquidity, plus any other risk developments. 

It is the Company's policy to ensure that a robust risk awareness is embedded in its organisational risk culture. Employees are expected to take 
ownership and be accountable for the risks the Company is exposed to. The Company's continuous training and development emphasises that 
employees are made aware of the Company's risk appetite and they arc supported in their roles and responsibilities to monitor and keep their exposure 
to risk within the Company's risk appetite limits. Compliance breaches and internal audit findings are important elements of employees' annual 
ratings and remuneration reviews.

SJ.D.l Credit Risk 

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Company if a customer or countcrpany to a financial instrument foils to meet its contractual obligations, and arises principally from the 
Company's Trade receivables and Loans.The Company has adopted a policy of dealing with creditworthy counterparties and obtains sufficient collateral, where appropriate, as a means 
ofmi!igating the risk of financial !oss from defaults. In case the loans arc to be restructured, similar credit assessment process is followed by the Company. 

The Company's exposure to credit risk is influenced mainly by the individual characteristics of each customer. However, management also considers the factors that may influence the 
credit risk of its customer base, including the default risk of the industry and country in which customers operate. 

The Company manages and controls credit risk by sening limits on the amount of risk it is willing to accept for individual counterparties/Groups (Single Borrowing Liml!/Group 
Borrowing Limit) and for industry concentrations, and by monitoring exposures in relation to such limits. 

Credit quality of a customer is assessed based on its credit worthiness and historical dealings with the Company and market intelligence. Outstanding customer receivables arc regularly 
monitored.The credit quality review process aims to allow the Company to assess the potential loss as a result of the risks to which it is exposed and take corrective actions. 

Derh-aflve financial Instruments: 

Credit risk arising from derivative financial instruments is, at any time, limited to those with positive fair values, as recorded on the balance sheet. With gross-settled derivatives, the 
Company is also exposed to a settlement risk, being the risk that the Company honours its obligation, but the counterparty fails to deliver the counter wlue. 

Impairment Assessment: 

The Company applies the expected credit loss model for recognising impairment loss. The expected credit loss allowance is computed based on a provision matrix which takes ioto 
account historical credit loss experience and adjusted for forward-looking infonnation. 

The expected credit loss is a product of exposure at default, probability of default and loss given default. The Company has derived an internal model to ew!uatc the probability of 
default and loss given default based on the parameters set out in Ind AS including qualitative factor of an accunt or of pool of retail loan portfolio. Accordingly, the loans are classified 
into various stagt:S as follows:

Expected Credit Loss (ECL) computation is nnt driven by any single methodology, however methodology and approach used must reflect 
the following: 

1) An unbia.~ed and probability weighted amount that evaluates a range of possible outcomes 

2) Reasonable and supportable information that is available without undue cost and effort at the rcponing date about past events, current conditions and forecasts of future economic 
conditions; 

3) Time value of money 

While the time value of money clement is currently being factored into ECL mCill,,iremcnl while discounting cash flows by the Effective Interest Rate (EIR), the objective of de,•eloping a 
macroeconomic model using exogenous macroeconomic variables (MEVs) is to ad!mss the firnt two requirements. This has been achieved by using the model output to adjust the PD 
risk component in order to make it forward looking and probability-weighted. 

Signilic1mt increase in credit risk (SICR) 

Company considers a financial instrument defaulted, classified as Stage 3 (credit-impaired) for ECL calculations, in all cases when the borrower becomes 90 days past due or classified 
as non performing asset (NPA) as per RBI guidelines. Classification of assets form stage I to stage 2 has been carried out based on SICR criterion. Accounts which are more than JO days 
past due have been identified as accounts where significant increase in credit risk has been observed. These accounts have been classified as Stage 2 assets. When such events occur, the 
Company carefully considers whether the event should result in treating the customer as defaulted and therefore assessed as Stage 3 for ECL calculations or whether Stage 2 is 
appropriate. 

Probability or Default 

Probability of defoult {PD) is an estimate of the likelihood of defoult over a given time horizon. PD estimation process is done ba.~ed on historical internal data available with the 
Company. While arriving at the PD, the Company also ensures that the factors that affects the macro economic trends are considered to a reasonable extent, wherever necessary. 
Company calculates the 12 month PD by taking into account the past historical trends of the Loans/ponfolio and its credit perfonnance. In case of assets where there is a significant 
increase in credit risk I credit impaired assets, lifetime PD has been applied. 
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Exposure at Default (EAD) 

The amount which the borrower will owe to the portfolio at the time of default is defined as Exposure at Default (EAD). While the drawn credit line refkcL~ the explicit exposure for the 
Company, there might be variable exposure that may increase the EAD. These exposures are of the nature where the Company provides future commitments, in addition to the current 
credit. Therefore, the c:,;:posurc will contain both on and off balance sheet values, TI1e value of exposure is given by the following fonnula:

Forward looking adjustments 

"A measure ofECL is an unbiased probability-weighted amount that is detennined by evaluating a range of possible outcomes and using reasonable and supportable infonnation that is 
available without undue cost or effott at the reporting date about past evi:nts, current conditions and forecasts of future economic conditions." 

To fulfil the above requirement Company has incorporated forward looking information into its measurement of ECL. The objective of developing a macroeconomic model using 
exogenous macroeconomic variables (MEVs) is lo address the requirements of unbiased, probability weighted outcomes while taking into account current conditions as well as future 
economic conditions. This will be achieved by using the model output to adjust the PD risk component in order to make it forward looking and probability-weighted. 

Exogenous macroeconomic parameters were used as independent (X) variables to predict the dependent (Y) ,•ariab!e. Keeping in mind Ind AS requirements around obtaining reliable and 
supportable information, without incurring undue cost or effort• based on advice of risk committee members and economic experts and consiC:cration of a variety of external actual and 
forecast infonnation, the Company fonnulates ha.~ case view of the future direction ofri:levant economic variable as well as a representative range of other possible forecast scenario. 
This process involves developing two or more additional economic scenarios and considering the relative probabilities of each outcome. 

Dala sourcing 

The Company is expected to obtain reasonable and supportable information that is available without undue cost or effort. Keeping in mind the above requirement macroeconomic 
information was aggregated from Economic Intelligence Unit (EIU), Bloomberg, World Bank, RBI database. The EIU data has a database of around 150 macroeconomic variables as 
well as their forecasted values. Beyond 2022 macro-economic variables are forecasted by mean revening the values to their long tenn average. External infonnation includes economic 
data and forecasts published by governmental bodies and monetary authorities in the country, supranational organisations such as the OECD and the IMF, and selected private sce1or and 
academic forecnsters. 

Prohahllily weighted sc~nuio creations: 

To incorporate macroeconomic impact into probability-weighted, each scenario bas an associated probability. In order to ensure consistency across macroeconomic models, these 
probabilities were calculated at an overall level for both Retail and Non-Retail portfolios, keeping in mind that though the impact of a scenario across different portfolios may differ 
based on endogenous factors, the probability ofa scenario unfolding is purely exogenous, and hence should not vary. 

The Company has identified and documented key drivers of credit risk and credit losses for eacl. portfolio of financial instrument~ and using an analysis of historical data, has estimated 
relationship between macro-economic variables and credit risk and credit losses. 

Predicted relationship between the key indica1ors and default and loss rates on various portfolios of financial assess have been developed based on analysing historical data over the past 
years.

Risk Concentration

Company has a Liquidity Contingency Policy in place to ensure various liquidity parameters arc defined and tracked regularly. Liquidity Management Team is provided with update on 
expected liquidity shortfalls in Nonna! as well as Stress scenario, 

To manage the stressed circumstances the Company has ensured maintenance of a Liquidity Cushion in the fonn of Investment.~ in Government Securities and Mutual Funds. These 
assets carry minimal credit risk and can be liquidated in a very short period oftime. A liquidity cushion amounting ro 6-9% of the borrowings is sou1iht to be maintained lbrough such 
assets. These would be to take care of immediate obligations while continuing to honour our commitments as a going concern. There are available lines of credit from banks which are 
drawable on notice which further augment the available sources of funds. Funding is raised through diversified sources including Banks, Public and Private issue of Debt, Commercial 
paper, ECB, Sub Debt etc to maintain a healthy mix.

The principal risk to which non-trading portfolios are exposed is the risk of loss from fluctuations in the future cash flows or fair values of financial 
instruments because of a change in market interest rates. Interest rate risk is managed principally through monitoring interest rate gaps and by having 
pre-approved limits for repricing bands. 

ALCO is the monitoring body for compliance with these limits. ALCO reviews the interest rate gap statement and the mix of floating and fixed rate 
assets and liabilities.

Reserve Bank 
of India introduced LCR requirement for all deposit taking NBFCs and non-deposit taking NBFCs with an asset size of Rs. 10,000 crore 
and above. LCR will promote resilience ofNBFCs to potential liquidity disruptions by ensuring that they have sufficient High Quality 
Liquid Asset (HQLA) to survive any acute liquidity stress scenario lasting for 30 days. HQLA refers to the category ofliquid assets that 
can be readily sold or immediately converted into cash at a little loss of value or used as collateral to obtain funds in a range of stress 
scenarios. LCR is calculated by dividing the stock ofHQLA's by its total net cash outflow over a 30 day calendar period. 

The Company has adopted the liquidity risk management framework as required under RBI guidelines. It ensures a sound and robust 
liquidity risk management system by maintaining sufficient liquidity through inclusion of a cushion of unencumbered, high quality 
liquid asset to withstand a range of stress events, including those involving the loss or impainnent of both unsecured and secured 
funding sources. TI1e Board of Directors have delegated responsibility of balance sheet Liquidity Risk Management to the Asset 

The LCR is calculated by dividing a Company's stock of HQLA by it's total net cash outflows over a 30 -day stress period. The 
guidelines for LCR were effective from 1st December 2020 with the minimum LCR to be 50%, progressively increasing, till reaches the 
required level of100% by 1st December, 2024 as follows;

As per guidelines, stressed cash flows is to be computed by assigning a predefined stress percentage to the 
overall cash outflows (i.e. 115%) and cash inflows (with haircut of25%). Net cash outflow over next 30 days is computed as stressed 
outflows less mini'mum of stressed inflows, 75% of stressed outflow. Accordingly, LCR would be computed by dividing Company's 
stock ofHQLA by it's total net cash outflow.
